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WEEKLY PRAYER

COMMUNIQUE

Global: Pray for Japan and all the people working and
participating in the Olympic games. Pray for the Japanese
leaders, especially the king and prime minister, to
recognize the kingship of the Lord Jesus Christ. Pray for
the Christian athletes participating in the games to bear
witness to Jesus Christ in their interactions.

Unreached People Group: The Japanese, numbering
around 120M. Only 1% consider themselves Christians and
of that 1%, only a fraction consider themselves any sort of
“evangelical.” Pray for repentance among the people, who
have a generational pattern of rejecting the gospel. Pray
for laborers to be sent among the harvest.

Ecclesial: Pray for the saints of God to abound in faith,
love, and good works, and to hold fast to the gospel of Jesus
Christ according to the apostolic testimony.

Parachurch: Pray for parachurch ministries that exist to
aid local churches, such as peacemaking, encouragement,
and consulting ministries. Pray for the leaders and
laborers in these ministries to operate with wisdom and
integrity, and help local churches grow in maturity.

Domestic: Pray for a biblical worldview to be established
in the hearts and minds of many. Pray that people would
recognize the necessity of a good creator, a holy judge, a
just judgment, and the value of the human creation

Local: Pray for the work accomplished through the FBC
Trenton mission team last week to bear fruit in the gospel
in the coming weeks and months. Pray that our neighbors
repent and confess Jesus as Lord and approach life from
the biblical worldview.

Discipleship Practice: Good works. Pray that Christians
would persevere in good works, be zealous for good works,
and be eager to provoke one another to good works.
